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Abstract: The reviewer gives a highly favourable account of the approach to
reading Western European poetry of the 19" and 20" centuries that is proposed in
the new book by C. Taylor, an English-speaking Canadian philosopher, anthro-
pologist and religious scholar. The approach is based on stretching the notion of
Romanticism from the turn of the 18" and 19" centuries to Symbolism and Mod-
ernism within the general framework Romanticism as ambitious personal myth-
making. It compensates for the dissatisfaction with “instrumental rationality”
(M. Weber’s “disenchanted” world) and aims at creating a poetic vision of a mean-
ingful cosmos that maintains organic connections between man and nature, the
natural and the supernatural. The reviewer suggests that there is a number of issues
open for fruitful discussion, such as the chronology of the “long Romanticism” and
the choice of authors.
